• Shelf life: Journals are kept for three years 

Videos: VHS: The faculty review the video/ DVD list annually using the following criteria: 

• Date of publication 

• Relevant and current information 

• Student availability of VHS equipment at home if borrowing: ratio of DVD to VHS 

• YouTube videos online  are utilized by  instructors during class for demonstration 

purposes related to the curriculum and  those websites are given to students to
